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Adopt a Spot Terms and Conditions
1. Purpose
The Adopt a Spot programme allows groups and individuals an opportunity to support Keep Northern Ireland Beautiful litter prevention programmes by adopting an area of the groups choosing. Through public participation the group will reduce litter and maintain the adopted spot.
2. Participation
a. Adoption. An eligible group, may, subject to council/landowner approval, adopt an area for the purposes of picking up litter, removing graffiti, or any other activity that is deemed necessary by the group leader and agreed by council/ landowner.  Keep Northern Ireland Beautiful may deny a request if the group is deemed controversial, jeopardize the programme or pose a threat to the group or public safety. Safety of participating groups is of primary concern in all decisions related to the programme. Programme participants must agree to hold Keep Northern Ireland Beautiful non-accountable for any injuries that they may sustain, or damages they may cause or suffer as a result of participation in the programme. Local councils may ask groups to agree to or sign a similar agreement. Group leader must confirm this with their local council.
3. Eligibility

a. The following groups are eligible to participate in the programme:

I. Business/corporate

II. School

III. College/University

IV. Community groups

V. Sporting Association

VI. Uniformed youth

VII. Individuals
VIII. Other

b. To be eligible individuals/groups must be located or reside within a reasonable commuting distance of the adopted area.

c. Only individuals or groups who are responsible and wish to assist Keep Northern Ireland Beautiful will be allowed to Adopt a Spot. 
4. Application

The group leader who desires to participate in the programme will submit an application form to the Adopt a Spot co-ordinator.
5. Agreement
If the application submitted by the group leader is approved by Keep Northern Ireland Beautiful the group will agree to the following terms and conditions:

a. Appoint an authorised representative to serve as a spokesperson for the group.

b. The group will contact their local council/landowner for final approval to carry out clean ups on their chosen spot.

c. Fill in and implement a risk assessment before each clean up event.

d. Provide adequate adult supervision in groups containing individuals less than 18 years old. Keep Northern Ireland Beautiful recommends one adult to every four children. However, this can differ depending on the activity, the children’s age range and if they have any disabilities. It is recommended all these factors are taken into consideration when completing group risk assessment. Also, it is advised that if the group is a mixed gender then it would be best to have both male and female adults included.  

e. Adopt a Spot for a minimum of 2 years from the date stated on the adopter’s certificate. Groups must then re-apply after 2 years if they wish to continue to be an adopter of their chosen spot.

f. To carry out four seasonal clean ups of your adopted area; one of which must be a Big Spring Clean event.  

g. The group will not subcontract or assign its responsibilities to any other group or organisation. 

h. Group members will wear the high vis vests and use the equipment provided by Keep Northern Ireland Beautiful during each clean-up. Local councils may provide additional equipment if required.

i. The group will be responsible for placing litter in the waste bags provided by Keep Northern Ireland Beautiful. Blue bags for recyclable material, yellow bags for residual waste. Additional bags may be acquired from Keep Northern Ireland Beautiful or local councils on request from the group leader.

j. The group will need to contact their local council to ensure they will collect any waste collected before the clean-up starts. 

k. The group will not possess or consume alcohol or illegal drugs while on the adopted spot.

l. Groups will be required to log and report their clean up results on the Live Here Love Here website www.liveherelovehere.org . 

m. Failure to carry out 4 clean ups and report results to Keep Northern Ireland Beautiful will result in the adopters losing the spot and any support from Keep Northern Ireland Beautiful.
n. A group member will be responsible for collection of the clean-up kit from the Keep Northern Ireland Beautiful office, Belfast. Please contact Ciara at ciara.laverty@keepnorthernirelandbeautiful.org to co-ordinate this.
6. Privacy Policy
When you complete the form, we ask you for your name, email address, postal address, your telephone number(s) and secondary contacts. This is so we can contact you easily if required and provide you with the service you have requested. You have the right to rectify or erase any information that we hold on you. a. How do we use your information?

Any personal data relating to you will be used and recorded by us in accordance with current data protection legislation and this privacy statement. We use the information collected from you to help in any issues you may have relating to this scheme. We may use your personal information to communicate with you, for record keeping purposes, and in aggregate (and therefore anonymously) for market research purposes, to track activity on our site, to publish trends and/or to improve usefulness and content. c. Access to Information

Accessing information is free of charge and we endeavour to comply with your request within one month. Unreasonable, repetitive and excessive access requests may incur appropriate charges.

If you represent an organisation such as a local council or school it is possible that you already have insurance in place, but it is important to check that litter picks/clean-up activities are covered under such insurance. If not, a suitable extension should be made to the policy.

d) Contact local councils to gain initial and overall consent, which is to be confirmed by the group co-ordinator if their application is successful.
